
It is OK to get the COVID-19
vaccine if you are nursing or
plan to nurse your baby!
Antibodies produced in your
milk might even help to
protect your child. There has
been no evidence that the
vaccine affects fertility. To find
a vaccine site, visit
kcowa.us.vaccine.

Your family, friends, and co-workers will thank you!
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Pregnant people may be at greater risk for severe illness from COVID-19. The
Delta variant has been found to be more severe and more infectious. One of
the best ways pregnant people can stay healthy is get the COVID-19 vaccine.

It is possible to continue nursing your baby if you have COVID-19.
Check with your health care provider for specific recommendations. Most
parents with COVID-19 can continue nursing their babies while being careful
not to spread the virus by wearing a mask and washing hands frequently.

If you have additional questions, your health care provider is a great resource.
Another resource is MotherToBaby, a free, confidential service available to
answer questions about COVID-19 vaccination during pregnancy and
breastfeeding/chestfeeding in English and Spanish, Monday-Friday 8 a.m.-5
p.m.
